1 Organizer

2 Qualifications for Applicants
Any Chinese architectural design firms and individuals who are aspired to contribute their wisdom to World Expo 2010 Shanghai are welcome to submit their schemes, with no limit for numbers of schemes per application.   Individuals and institutes who are involved in organizing and appraising of the solicitation are not eligible for application.
3 Requirements for Schemes
Applying schemes shall demonstrate the theme of “Chinese Wisdom in Urban Development” of the China pavilion, showcase the Chinese wisdom centered on “Harmony”, how to lead Chinese people to build a better habitat in the past, today and future, and create a better urban living.
3.2 From the perspective of architectural design, applying schemes shall demonstrate cultural connotation of the Chinese tradition, contain unique Chinese elements, and demonstrate the Chinese harmonious world outlook of “Heaven and Man Join as One”.
3.3 Applying schemes shall comply with the planning and design controls for the China Pavilion.

The deadline for open solicitation for architectural design scheme of the China Pavilion of World Expo 2010 Shanghai is at 24:00 on May 31st, 2007 (Beijing time) (as of postmark).  No fees for applying.

5 Requirements for Submission
5.1Each application shall include the following contents:
（1） Eight copies of China Pavilion Design Scheme in reduced form;
（2） Other materials appertained to the design;
（3） Application (original);
（4） Letter of Assignment (original).
5.2 Forms of Applying Schemes:
（1） Copies of China Pavilion Design Scheme should be in A3 size, bound properly, with contents including design drawings and design description.
（2） Design drawings should include perspectives, master plan, and floor maps, elevation drawings and section drawings for the main building, etc.  The applicants could increase quantity of the drawings for the purpose of fully demonstrating their design concept.
（3） Design description should be written in simple and clear language to describe design ideas, design concept and design techniques precisely and completely.  

（4） Other materials appertained to the design include compact disc; digital documents of design perspective and design description shall be copied to compact disc, and be submitted together with paper documents;
（5） Application shall be in the form as downloaded from the official website, filled out in black or blue ink, and stamped for design firms and autographed for individuals.
（6） For Letter of Assignment, applying design firms shall stamp and applying individuals shall autograph.
5.3 Applicants shall mail or delivered applying schemes, application and Letter of Assignment before deadline to Shanghai World Expo (Group) Engineering Project Management Company.  No applications will be returned; applicants shall keep their own copy.
5.4 Applying schemes comply with the above requirements would be deemed by the solicitor as valid.  Only valid schemes are eligible for appraisal.
5.5 Both the application form and the Letter of Assignment could be downloaded from the websites of World Expo 2010 Shanghai and the Expo Group.
5.6 All applying schemes and materials appertained to the design shall be construed in Chinese.
6 Appraisal Procedure and Criteria
6.1 Appraisal Procedure
The appraisal starts from June 1st, 2007, with preliminary assessment, reassessment and final assessment, and the result will be announced on June 30th.
6.2 Appraisal Criteria
（1） Applying schemes shall demonstrate the “Better City, Better Life” theme of World Expo 2010 Shanghai and the “Chinese Wisdom in Urban Development” theme of the China Pavilion;
（2） Applying schemes shall be of iconic;
（3） Applying schemes shall demonstrate cultural connotation of the Chinese tradition, and contain unique Chinese elements;
（4） Applying schemes shall take into consideration China Pavilion’s dual function both during and after the Expo.  
（5） Applying schemes shall be original creation with no previous publication.
7 奖励方法Award
7.1 All applicants receive an Expo souvenir.
7.2For the best 8 applicants, each receives an award of RMB50000 and a diploma issued by the Expo Group.
8 Intellectual Property Rights of Applying Schemes
8.1 All applicants shall be legal owner of their applying schemes with due copyright.  In case of any infringement of copyright, the applicant shall be responsible for relevant legal obligations, from which the solicitor shall be exempted.  The Expo Group has the right to exhibit, use and modify the winning schemes for free.
8.2 Design concept and contents of applying schemes are protected by laws and regulations of intellectual property rights of China.
9 Having submitted the applying schemes, the applicants are deemed as having agreed and accepted all terms and conditions of this document.
