Expo 2010 Shanghai China Letter for Collecting Plans on Volunteers’ Permanent Memorial Facility

I. Purpose

 The activity of collecting plans on volunteers’ permanent memorial facility of Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter “collection activity”) is intended to select excellent plans and cooperators with implementation capability through collecting plans on permanent memorial facility in conformity with the ideas of the Shanghai Expo and manifesting volunteers’ spirit of dedicating themselves willingly to and taking pleasure in helping others (hereinafter “plans”).

II. Organizer
The organizer of this collection activity is the Bureau of Shanghai World Expo Coordination (hereinafter “organizer”); the Expo Sculpture Construction Working Group Office (hereinafter “Expo Sculpture Office”) is specifically responsible for the collection, assessment, publicity and other work of this activity.

III. Collection period

3.1   This collection activity will begin on April 30, 2009 and end at 17:00 Beijing time on June 30, 2009 (hereinafter “deadline”). The organizer will not accept applicants’ plans delivered after the deadline (the delivery time is subject to the postmark date of receipt by the post office at the location of the Expo Sculpture Office; in case of direct delivery, the delivery time is subject to the time when the Expo Sculpture Office signs to acknowledge receipt). The organizer is entitled to extend the collection period through a notice.

3.2   The office hours of the Expo Sculpture Office are: 9:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m., 14:30 p.m. to 17:30 p.m. (except two-day weekends and public holidays).

IV. Collection method

4.1   This collection activity is oriented to the whole world. Any institution or individual with experience in designing and implementing projects of the same type can become an applicant of this application activity as long as Expo 2010 Shanghai China Application Form for Collecting Plans on Volunteers’ Permanent Memorial Facility (hereinafter “Application Form”) is filled and signed according to the requirements of the letter for collection and application documents are made and delivered according to the prescribed period.

4.2   The Application Form and application documents shall be mailed or directly delivered to the following address:

4.3   Whereas this collection activity involves many areas including sculpture, landscape, engineering, construction and decoration, the applicant may select cooperative partners in a targeted manner in light of its own conditions and form a joint group voluntarily. Where the application is made by a joint group, the joint group is a united applicant. All members will choose one of them as representative of the joint group (hereinafter “applicant’s representative”) themselves, and the applicant’s representative will be entrusted by the joint group with full powers to communicate with the organizer on different matters and sign documents.

4.4   In this collection activity, the organizer does not collect any fee from the applicant. The applicant bears all fees it incurs to participate in this collection activity itself.

4.5   As soon as application documents are delivered, it is deemed that the applicant has fully understood and completely accepted the provisions of this letter for collection. Where application documents are not in conformity with the requirements, the applicant may make additions and corrections in writing before the deadline. The delivery mode of the contents of additions and corrections is the same as the requirement on application documents.

4.6   The applicant shall neither make the general public think that it is in fact not associated with the Shanghai Expo nor carry out public promotion of its application without the written consent of the organizer.
V. Application contents

5.1  Certificates

5.1.1  Where the applicant is an individual, a copy of identity certificate shall be provided; where the applicant is a legal person or institution of a different type, the legal person identity certificate and a copy of the registration certificate of the institution in charge shall be provided; where the applicant is a joint group, an indication shall be given in the Application Form and a copy of the certificate above of the applicant’s representative and the power of attorney of the applicant’s representative signed by the joint group shall be provided.

5.1.2  An introduction to the applicant’s main members, organizational structure and past achievement.
5.2  Applicant’s plan

5.2.1  Name, cause and outline of volunteers’ permanent memorial facility of Expo 2010 Shanghai China;

5.2.2  Plan on volunteers’ permanent memorial facility of Expo 2010 Shanghai China;

5.2.2.1 Summary of the idea and meaning of the plan;

5.2.2.2 Budget details required for this project, including plan design fee (intellectual property right transfer fee included) and manufacturing and installation fee (base fee included);

5.2.2.3 Sketch map and effect drawing made according to the requirements of Guiding Rules for the Implementation of Volunteers’ Permanent Memorial Facility of Expo 2010 Shanghai China of this project;

5.2.2.4 Detailed work flow and time schedule of the implementation phase determined according to the requirements of the Guiding Rules of this project;

5.2.2.5 A brief introduction to the plan designer and representative works.
5.3   Application requirements

5.3.1  The applicant’s plan shall be made in Chinese; an applicant whose mother tongue is not Chinese may provide a plan with both Chinese text and English text. In the latter case, where there is a discrepancy between Chinese text and English text, Chinese text shall prevail. However, the applicant may write country names, place names, people’s names and enterprise names in the native language and supply English translations instead of translating them into Chinese.

5.3.2  The applicant is required to provide three copies of A3 paper text material and two copies of electronic text material in PPT format saved in the storage medium of CD-ROM for the plan. The above materials shall be in a sealed paper bag and be delivered to the Expo Sculpture Office according to the provisions of this letter for collection.

5.3.3  The applicant shall correctly fill out and personally sign the Application Form. For an institutional applicant, “personally sign” refers to signing by its authorized representative and affixing of the official seal of the institution; for a joint group applicant, every member shall personally sign the Application Form.

5.3.4  The applicant’s plan must an original work that has not been publicly released, has not received any award and has not been adopted by other institutions. Otherwise, the applicant shall bear all legal liabilities caused as a result thereof itself and the organizer is entitled to revoke the applicant’s qualification and recover the prize and certificate already issued. Where the organizer suffers losses as a result thereof, it is entitled to reserve the right to claim compensation.

5.3.5  The applicant shall ensure that the plan is operable and can be realized by the applicant.
5.3.6  The Expo Sculpture Office may, in light of the circumstances, require the applicant to additionally provide other documents. Such a requirement is subject to the written notice of the Expo Sculpture Office.
5.3.7  The application documents shall avoid alternation or insertion of text. If the purpose is to correct a mistake, the applicant (or the applicant’s representative) shall confirm the correction by means of signing personally there.

5.3.8  The applicant shall make application documents in strict accordance with the requirements of this letter for collection and ensure that these documents are true and effective. If the documents provided by the applicant are not complete or any document among them does not meet the requirements of this letter for collection, the organizer will reserve the right to revoke the applicant’s application qualification.

5.3.9  Where the applicant is a joint group, one copy of the Power of Attorney of the Applicant’s Representative jointly signed by all members of the joint group shall be submitted.
VI. Provision of material

6.1  The applicant participating in this collection activity can obtain the following material provided by the organizer.

6.1.1 Guiding Rules for the Implementation of Volunteers’ Permanent Memorial Facility of Expo 2010 Shanghai China.

6.2  The contents of the above document are only for the applicant‘s purpose of application and shall not be used for other purposes without the written consent of the organizer.

VII. Assessment and rewards

7.1  Award setup. 10 Entry Awards are set up for this collection activity. RMB 30,000 (including taxes) and a certificate of honor will be granted for the Entry Award-winning plan. This reward will be given with plan as the unit and the applicant may obtain several awards. Where the applicant is a joint group, the organizer will deliver the award to the applicant’s representative and the joint group will distribute the award at its own discretion.

7.2  Award assessment. After the deadline for collecting plans, the organizer will entrust the assessment expert panel of the Expo Sculpture Office to carry out the assessment and all awards will be determined by the assessment panel.

7.3  Assessment standard. Provided that the plan is operable, prominent theme accounts for 25%, original expression 25%, beautiful visual impression 30%, and budget of expenses 20%.

7.4  Announcement of assessment results. The assessment results of this collection activity will be announced on the official website of the Shanghai Expo; the Entry Award-winning applicant will be notified to carry out discussions on the matters of optimization, organization and implementation, etc. with the organizer (the organizer will not notify applicants other than award winners of the relevant results).

VIII. Important declaration

8.1  The Expo Sculpture Office will not return any application document received by it; the applicant shall keep one original copy itself.

8.2  Where application documents are lost or damaged as a result of mail delay, mail loss or damage, mail error, insufficient postage, theft or other reasons not attributable to the organizer, the organizer will not bear any liability.

8.3  The intellectual property rights of the applicant’s plan are protected by Chinese laws. As soon as the applicant’s plan is delivered, the organizer is entitled to use the original or duplicate of the plan for news report, exhibition, network communication or compilation, publication and release for free without having to obtain the applicant’s consent or paying remuneration to it (with the exception of project budget details).

8.4  All intellectual property rights (including but not limited to copyright and all rights to all two-dimensional, three-dimensional or electronic carriers of the work) of the short-listed plans on the volunteers’ permanent memorial facility of the Shanghai Expo (hereinafter “short-listed plans”) belong to the Bureau of Shanghai World Expo Coordination from the beginning. The Bureau of Shanghai World Expo Coordination is entitled to carry out any form of use, development, revision, authorization, licensing, protection or other activities concerning the short-listed plan without having to obtain the short-listed applicant’s consent. The short-listed applicant waives all right claims except the right to receive reward and honor according to this Letter for Collection.

8.5  The Entry Award-winning applicant has the obligation to coordinate with the organizer to further improve or revise the relevant designs. If an applicant does not participate in revision, an indication shall be given on the Application Form.

8.6  Before the organizer announces the finally selected plan, the applicant shall bear the obligation to keep the applicant’s plan confidential.

8.7  The applicant’s plan shall not infringe other people’s legitimate rights and interests. The organizer does not bear any liability for the applicant’s infringement activity. If the organizer suffers any reputation loss or economic loss as a result of the applicant’s infringement of a third party’s legitimate rights and interests or the applicant’s other faults, the organizer is entitled to require the applicant to take measures in order to hold the organizer harmless from the above losses. The organizer reserves the right to hold the applicant accountable and claim indemnity and reserves the right to revoke the applicant’s application qualification.

8.8  The Entry Award-winning applicant has the qualification to carry out further discussions with the organizer, but this does not mean that the plan will necessarily become the finally selected and adopted one.

8.9  All applicants that sign up are deemed to agree with the rules of this collection activity.

IX. Miscellaneous
9.1  All component documents of this letter for collection are mutually interpretive. All documents are issued in Chinese and English. If there is a discrepancy, the Chinese version shall prevail.

9.2  The organizer reserves the right of final interpretation of all documents of this collection activity. The organizer will further formulate corresponding rules on or interpret any unmentioned matter related to this collection activity.

9.3 This collection activity is governed by and interpreted according to the laws of the People’s Republic of China.
